INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY REPORT.

In Term 1 our students became CISCO
Academy students among 300,000+ other
students worldwide. They tackled the BSSS
IT 0.5 Unit “Introduction to Networks”,
benefiting from a CISCO Instructor, having
worked in the TAFE sector for the last seven
years. Most students had little or no
experience networking, a core area of IT,
and so they were encouraged with some
hands on skills making cables, configuring
switches, routers and cabling up a

network. Some of the expense was avoided
by using a network simulation software
package, but they also enjoyed the
opportunity to use some surplus equipment
which was loaned to us from our network
administrator. They learnt ABCs of
networking which is primarily Open Systems

Interconnection (OSl) layers and a suite of other networking methodologies that has positioned them well in having

a sound understanding of one of the major core IT areas.

One of the highlights was when the students made Unshielded Twisted Pair (UTP) cabling according to T-568B
standard set by the Institute for the Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE). They used cable cutters, RJ45 plugs,
and UTP cable, all generously provided by Nigel Bourke, our IT manager at Erindale. They then tested the successful
cable construction by connecting to a network and either pinging and or accessing the internet.

In the second term they completed the web site design unit, another core unit of IT. The final piece to the IT
pathway puzzle is the programming , we are currently investigating the use of Raspberry Pi’s, a very small computer,

to deliver this one.
